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HATCHED artists create intimate worlds at PICA
Australia’s most significant survey of emerging artists, PICA’s annual HATCHED National Graduate Show, opens to the public on Saturday 17 April. 
Exclusive to Perth, this landmark exhibition continues to provide an unparalleled opportunity for talented art school graduates to present their work in a professional gallery context alongside that of their national peers.  It offers a crucial stepping-stone from the realm of education to the beginnings of a professional career as an artist.

This year 39 artists from 20 art schools around the country will see their innovative, fresh work will fill the PICA gallery spaces, across both floors. Bear witness to these brave contemporary pioneers as they head into new artistic territory with their extreme but thoughtful mix of expanded drawing and painting practices, soft architecture and aural environments - amongst other eye, mind and ear-bending aesthetic experiments. 

The creation of intimate worlds and self-sustaining universes has been pursued by by a number of artists in Hatched 2010. Jenny Tubby’s Octagonal Room has  been painstakingly made from pages of books and sketches while Julia Gove has created a room out of cardboard, fitted out with a gyprock mantelpiece, latex mattress and a carpet of soil. 

Two ambitious artists proposed new site-specific works for PICA. Darius Kowal creates a floor to ceiling vortex with reams of string in the main gallery, whilst Jessie Lumb will create a 6 metre long wall drawing with coloured toothpicks in the Westend Gallery. Such labour intensive practices and interests in the hand-made are shared by Daniel Edwards with his Hexagon Lattice, a hanging felted work inspired by Indian filigree designs and made from reclaimed woolen jumpers.

Issues of sustainability, energy and economic cycles have been deconstructed in END, a bottled water powered mechanical machine by Andrew Varano, that requires the viewer, or user, to purchase a bottle of water from a vending machine and pour it into the END machine to commence ten minutes of operation and sound. Ecologies and life cycles of growth are nurtured by Amber Harries in her installation of salt crystals, seeds and moss which weaves its way through phone books and fabrics, growing over the duration of the show. 
At the other end of the spectrum, the expenditure of energy is poignantly explored by Elizabeth Pedler who has composed a moving mobile of battery-powered lights that gradually exhaust themselves in the pitch-black space of the Clock Tower Studio. 
The inaugural recipient of the Dr Harold Schenberg Art Prize, an annual award of $20,000, will be announced at the Hatched opening. The Prize has been set up to allow one Hatched artist each year to invest in the development of their practice through travel, research or the production of new work.
