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Love of Diagrams

Diagrams, patterns, series and systems – these formal and conceptual artistic strategies form the basis of a new exhibition soon to open at the Perth Institute of Contemporary Arts.

Love of Diagrams brings together key works by eight influential contemporary artists who are creating their own idiosyncratic logic for investigating everything from politics and social patterns to time, energy and architecture.

Embracing drawing, collage, painting, photography, sculpture, sound art and installation, this exhibition questions the origins of these artists' obsessions with all things diagrammatic and what this signals as a means of representing, mapping and articulating current ideas.

A diagram is as a two-dimensional or three-dimensional pictorial representation of information which often has its beginning in a sketch or line drawing. The work in Love of Diagrams tends to have been created according to two seemingly opposed processes: the geometric and mathematical on the one hand, and the organic and unpredictable on the other. 
Many of the objects or materials seem to have undergone a permutational change at the hand of the artist, involve repetition or unfold as a series, scheme or algorithm. Love of Diagrams thus features a diverse range of systemic but extremely idiosyncratic ways of making from Marita Fraser’s varied Diagram works that include Rorschach paintings, molecular Styrofoam and resin sculptures, to Armando Andrade Tudela’s Triangolos watercolours on graph paper; David Thomson’s typed text works, collages and photographs of home-made models, and Bradford Bailey’s Empathy Equation paintings.
This exhibition features over 50 works by leading emerging and established Australian and international artists, some of whom, like Peruvian Armando Andrade Tudela, Bosnian/French Bojan Šarčević and American Bradford Bailey, will be exhibited for the first time in this country.

The work of José Damasceno from Brazil was last seen at the Sydney Biennale in 2006, but on this occasion a hanging text work from his ongoing Organagramma series will be suspended from the Westend Gallery ceiling and accompanied by a suite of seminal letraset and ink drawings on graph paper. A significant new interactive work by established Australian artist Joyce Hinterding, Aura will also be presented. 
This is a major group exhibition that shows a range of recent and early work from important series by each artist and in doing so it considers a constellation of complex practices driven by a love of diagrams.
